Å California PUC has adopted the ñLong Term Energy Efficiency 

Strategic Plan,ò which calls for all new residential to be net-zero by 

2020 and all non-residential by 2030

Å Cantwell-Collins Bill (Federal) Called ñCarbon Limits and Energy for 

American Renewal (CLEAR) Actò ïa different approach to Cap & Trade 

where all carbon allocations are auctioned off and the proceeds are 

rebated to consumers. This is getting a lot of traction in Congress as an 

alternative to a typical cap & trade approach.
