RESTAURANT:

...a restaurant may provide
entertainment forthe customer by
performersof the arts(musc, dance,
comedy, readings, etc.), and differs
from a Night Club in that it doesnot
provide forcustomerdancing. A
restaurant also differsfrom a Tavern
because it must prepare and serve food
at all timesduring businesshours.
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New Definitions

BAR, TAVERN, COCKTAIL LOUNGE, PUB:
....while a Tavern may have faclilitiesfor
performersof the arts(music, comedy,
etc.) forthe entertainment of the
customer, it differsfrom a Night Club In
that it doesnot provide floorspace for
cussomerdancing. A Tavern differs
from a Restaurant in that it isnot
required to prepare and serve food at
all timesduring busnesshours.
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New Definitions

NIGHTCLUB:

Night Club differsfrom either a
Restaurant or Tavern in that dancing by
the customerispermitted. The serving
of food, before, during and after

performancesand/ordancing Is
optional.
