Comments On 2010 City Budget  
 
On May 18, 2009, Mayor Swearengin delivered her 2010 budget 
to the City Council.  Councilmembers and their staffs spent the 
next two weeks reviewing this document, and City Council will 
spend the entire month of June debating its merits.  Through that 
process, and by July 1, 2009, the City of Fresno will have an 
adopted budget that all of us can live with and help carry us into 
2011, which is projected to be another very diff icult year. 
 

As Councilmember, my goals are to make sure that all core city 
services remain intact.  Core services are public safety, city ser-
vices, parks, and district and city-wide infrastructure.  These ser-
vices are a necessity for any city to run properly.  This and the 
next budget year will be very difficult; however, as the 5th largest 
city in the state, we cannot stand still.  We must move forward to 
prepare our city for its future growth. 
 

Much of Fresno’ s future growth will occur in west Fresno, and in 
our District 1.  To facilitate this growth, I will advocate not only 
for the core services mentioned above but for projects within the 
District.  I have asked for continued development of the Univer-
sally Accessible Park.

Quiet Zone 
 

Hold those horns!  The City 
of Fresno is in the process of 
constructing a Quiet Zone.   
Last year the City of Fresno 
invested $100,000 toward 
the design and engineering 
of this project located along 
the Burlington Northern 
Santa Fe Railway rail line in 
Downtown Fresno.  This 
year, Community Regional 
Medical Center has provided 
a $600,000 loan for the con-
struction project running 
from the railroad crossing at 
Olive Avenue just east of 
Blackstone, south to the 
crossing at Ventura Avenue 
in downtown Fresno.  The 
loan  to the City is interest 
free,  giving the City four 
years to repay  Community 
Regional Medical Center. 
 

The Quiet Zone, allowed by  
the Federal Rail Administra-
tion, is designed with

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Letter to the Residents 

 
Dear District 1 Residents,   
 
I understand that the budget continues to be a topic of discussion 
and concern for everyone, including myself in my role as your 
Council representative.  I am working dil igently with my col-
leagues and our Mayor to make sure that we live within our 
means and prepare for the future.  The City of Fresno has been 
very fortunate that we carry a reserve, distinguishing us as one of 
the few Cities in California that has been able to pass a balanced 
budget.  Even with the difficult times ahead, I believe that we will 
sti l l be able to carry on a reserve for this year’ s budget.  We will 
do this without losing services in our core area of public safety, 
city services, and infrastructure. 
 
I have some great news for residents of District 1: 
 

1. We’ ve been able to open the Ashlan/99 corridor to 
Blythe.  It will be extended to Cornelia in 2010. 

2. We’ ve been able to work with Fresno Unified School  
District to improve facil ities at Fresno High School.  
The swimming pool has been upgraded and there is 
now an all-weather track &  field.  

3. We worked with the Tower Marketing Committee to 
bring additional capital and investment into the area.   
I am particularly proud of the 7-plus mill ion dollars 
of investment that has been put into maintaining 
District 1.  These investments range from much-
needed infrastructure work in our district, a new 
police sub-station, to additional maintenance in our 
neighborhood parks.    

 

Lastly, I ask all our neighbors to come together during these diffi -
cult times.  This is the time that we need to strengthen our 
Neighborhood Watch programs, be involved in our communities, 
and watch out for each other.  Di fficult times will put many of us 
in difficult situations, and coming together as neighbors and com-
munities will help all of us get through these tough times together. 
 
I am always grateful for the oppor-
tunity to serve all of you, so please 
don’ t hesitate to call our offi ce with 
any questions or concerns.

Safe Routes to School  
 

Have you ever seen children or teenagers 
crossing streets where there are neither 
crosswalks nor stop signs?  Should it happen 
on the way to and from school?  No.  It is a 

clear danger to our children to be crossing 
those streets without safety precautions.  
This year, District 1 has worked to make it 
safer for our children to get to and from 
school.  Will iams Elementary, Teague Ele-
mentary and Fresno High School have all 
seen improvements made to their neighbor-
hoods.  District 1 wil l continue to work with 
Fresno and Central Unified School District 
to identify school routes that are in need of 
upgrades. 
 

Competi tive Edge 
 

District 1 is also working to provide our 
youth with a competitive edge.  We have 
worked with Fresno Uni fied School District 
to move forward the capital improvement  
projects at Fresno High School.  You may 
have already noticed the construction work 
on the all-weather track.  Now keep an eye 
out for construction to begin on a brand-new 
aquatic center.  These two projects wil l re-
place outdated facil ities and give the students 

at Fresno High increased pride and a com-
petitive edge.    

 

District Improvements 
 

Every day improvements are being made in 
our district.  This year there has been a new 
Walgreens added to our neighborhood at 
Ashlan and Cornelia,  enhancing our pro-
gressive environment.  Our Tree Damage 
project this year is  being accomplished at 
Holland to Indianapolis, and Valentine to 
Marks.  The project wil l include work being 
done on the sidewalks, gutters, and tree 
trimming.  Meanwhile, our daily drives are 
made smoother by the repaving in District 
1;  for example, this year we have had re-
paving done at Fruit to West on McKinley, 
HWY 99 to Ashlan on Golden State, and 
Abby to the railroads on Olive.  Whether 
the improvement is patching an uprooting 
side walk, repaving a street, or putting in a 
new conveni ent store, every improvement  
made in District 1 is of immense benefit to 
our district.

Streetlights—-Weber & Marks 
¨  Widening the intersection to include turn lanes, pavement striping, curb, gut-

ter and sidewalk, streetlights and a new traffic signal.  
Quiet Zone Railroads—- Olive &  Blackstone 

¨  Horns to be silenced while trains pass (please see “ Quiet Zone,”  
    page 1.)  

Teague Elementary School —- PG&E Pole 
¨  PG&E poles will be moved, street widening, dedicated turn lane, flashing 

crossing beacon, bike lane, streetlights and many other improvements. 
Alley Gates—- 4 Alley Closures 

¨  This fiscal year 4 alleys will be closed. For more information on closing your 
alley or to find out if your alley is one of the ones that wil l be closed, please 
contact District 1 staff at (559) 621-7816.  

Gol den State—- Phase 2 
¨  We will continue upgrades to landscaping, curbs, &  drainage between  
    Ashlan & Shaw. 

Zone: increased safety features at each 
railroad crossing to compensate for 
trains no longer blaring their horns.  

Each crossing has different requirements but a 
combination of crossing arms, fl ashing lights and 

directional horns will be 
used to notify traffi c 
and pedestrians of on 
coming trains.  Once 
complete, trains travel-
ing along the BNSF rail 
l ines will no longer be 

required to honk their horns when traveling 
through Downtown Fresno.   
 

Pedestrian safety along the rail l ines is a high pri-
ority.  Mishaps occurs everyday across our city.  
Nowhere quite as often as here at City Hall, Com-
munity Regional Medial Center and the residential 
community near by.  Pedestrians continually tempt 
fate by rushing to 
cross the tracks 
when they hear the 
horn of an on com-
ing train blow.  Part 
of the Quiet Zone 
is to enhance safety 
features such as fences and other barri ers to be 
constructed along the rail l ines where heavy pedes-
trian traffic is common.   
 

This project is scheduled to be completed by the 
end of 2009.

Budget: This will be the only regional park in NW Fresno and will attract 
folks from around the Central Valley.  I will also continue to ask 
our City to develop needed traff ic-calming measures in our 

neighborhoods.  In addit ion, I’ ll advocate for sidewalks and infrastructure improve-
ments in such areas as Quigley Park, where students and residents must walk 
through dirt and mud along Dakota Ave.  I  will continue to f ight for tree-trimming 
services and repairs to gutters and sidewalks damaged by tree roots.  These are just 
some of the issues that my off ice will be tackling this upcoming year. 

 
 There is no doubt that this year’ s budget is challenging, and our city is in a difficult 
t ime.  But I believe that City Staff will show its strength and creativity as we all 
work to move our growing city forward.
