(peep holes) to a llow you to 
see the whole area around 
your door. If you have any 
doubts about the valid ity of 
the person at your door ask 
them to hold up their ID to 
the viewer or a window. If 
you still have doubts c all the 
polic e right away. If 
someone asks for help, offer 
to c all for the assistanc e they 
require. Do NOT let them in!

Chi l dr en can be r eck-    
l ess and i mpul si ve,  and 
of t en dash acr oss t he 
st r eet  wi t hout  l ooki ng.  
Thi s i s why i t  i s  ver y 
i mpor t ant  t o obey t he 
speed l i mi t s i n school  
zones and r esi dent i al  
ar eas.   
I f  you have chi l dr en,  
i t  i s  best  t o dr i ve or  
wal k t hem t o school  
your sel f .  Thi s wi l l  
keep your  chi l dr en saf e 
f r om danger s such as 
t r af f i c hazar ds,  
bul l y i ng and chi l d 
pr edat or s.  I f  you 
cannot  escor t  your  
chi l d,  be sur e t o t each 
t hem ever yt hi ng t hey 
need t o know t o st ay 
saf e f r om t he danger s 
c i t ed above.  Do not  
al l ow t hem t o wal k 
al one.  Use t he buddy 
syst em.
