Weekdays Eastbound (Bus comes by the stop every 60 minutes) 
 
McLain/Wills – 1st departure 800 am and last departure 5:00 pm 
 
Phillip/Balch – 1st arrival 8:25 am and last arrival 5:25 pm 
 
Weekdays Westbound (Bus comes by the stop every 60 minutes) 
 
Phillip/Balch – 1st departure 830 am and last departure 5:30 pm 
 
McLain/Wills – 1st arrival 8:55 am and last arrival 5:55 pm 
 
No Weekend Service or Holiday Service 
 
The route starts on Phillip, turns south to Kings Canyon. The route turns west on 
Kings Canyon and crosses Clovis Ave., Minnewawa, and Peach. The route turns 
south on Willow to Lane, west on Lane to Winery, south on Winery to Butler, 
west on Butler to Chestnut, The route turns south on Chestnut to McLain, east on 
McLain to Willis Circle.  
 
The bus will deviate outside of Route 12 only to pick up passengers with 
reservations.  Reservations (621-1460) are required at least two hours 
before the desired pick up time.  
 
Transfer points to other routes include Kings Canyon and Clovis with connections 
to route 22, Peach and Kings Canyon connects with 26 & 28, Butler and 
Chestnut connects with route 26 & 28.  
 



The route features points of interest such as Sunnyside High School, Kings 
Canyon Clovis Shopping Center, Wal-Mart, KMART, SAVE MART, Senior 
Citizens Village and Sunnyside Glen Apartments. 
 
 
Bus service is provided 365 days per year.  Limited hours of service are provided 
on Thanksgiving Day and Christmas Day.  Please call 621-RIDE for information 
on times, hours and bus stop locations. All other legal holidays have weekend 
level service which is from 6:30 am to 7:30 pm.  These include New Years Days, 
Martin Luther King Jr. Day, Presidents Day, Memorial Day, Independence Day, 
Labor Day, Veterans Day, and the day after Thanksgiving and the day before
