Number of Employees:
With its recent expansion and the addition of numerous municipal contracts, Sunset Waste
Paper, Inc. iow employs nearly 100 people, including a small crew of clients from Social B
Vocational Services (SVS). The number of employees and SVS clierits is expected to grow as
the company focuses upon helping other valley municipalities reach and exceed AB 939
mandates.

Scope of Company:
Sunset Waste Paper, Inc. provides recycle processing services to several municipalities and
comunercial enterprises located throughout Fresno, Kern, Tulare and Kings counties. Sunset
Waste Paper currently holds contracts with the city’s of Fresno, Visalia, Sanger, Reedley,
Coalinga and Delano.

Services Provided:

Sunset Waste Paper, Inc. provides commercial and municipal recycling collection, processing
and marketing services throughout the central valley. Sunset currently recycles over 6,000 tons
of paper, cardboard, glass, aluminum, plastic and metal every month.

Company Principals:

Sunset Waste Paper, Inc. was started by John Mohoff Sr., in 1969. At that time his company
recycled approximately 100 tons of cardboard per month. As the years progressed and the
demand to lower garbage fees grew, Mr. Mohoff's company expierenced steady growth. At
the time of his retirement and the sale of his company to his son Bill Mohoff, Sunset Waste
Paper was diverting nearly 1,000 tons of cardboard per month from our local landfills.

General partners and officers, Bill Mohoff and Anthony Lisenko, together have more than 50
years in the waste and recycling industry. Mr. Lisenko started with a one-truck commercial
hauling operation in Long Beach and became a general partner in one of the most successful
waste hauling companies in the San Joaquin Valley. Mr. Mohoff was the president of Sunset
Sanitation, managing the company's assets and overseeing its considerable growth. Sunset
Sanitation Service began in 1967. The company experienced strong growth over the years,
based upon a company philosophy of customer service, efficiency and innovation. By the late
1980's, the company had grown to 35 trash collection trucks, doing more than $6 million in
revenues each year. In 1990, the company merged with a national waste hauler. As employees
for the new company, Mr. Mohoff and Mr. Lisenko acquired the recycling contract for the City



of San Jose. This contract was one of the largest in the nation. Years later, the two partners
then turned their attention back to Sunset Waste Paper, Inc., focusing upon the recycling
industry.

John Mohoff, a Fresno State graduate, and son to Bill Mohoff is the General Manager of
Sunset Waste Paper. He has worked for both Sunset Sanitation and Sunset Waste Paper for
over 16 years and is knowledgeable in every aspect of the disposal and recycling business.
Realizing the urgrency of achieving AB939 mandates, Sunset Waste Paper set out to provide
sensible and cost effective recycling services to local communities who were in need of meeting
AB 939. Sunset Waste Paper is always ready for plant tours and always eager to reach out to
educate the public on how important recycling is for our community as well as the environment.

OPERATIONAL/ENVIRONMENTAL STATEMENT CHECKLIST
HOUSEHOLD HAZARDOUS WASTE FACILITY
1. Describe the nature of your proposal/operation (please be specific).

The County of Fresno will operate a regional, permanent household hazardous
waste (HHW) management facility at the Jocation commonly known as 2721 S.
Elm Avenue, Fresno, CA 93706. The Premises will consist of approximately
15,000 square feet located within the Sunset Waste Paper Material Recovery
Facility & Transfer Station (Site), on the north side of the site (Sunset). The
Premises are currently used by Sunset as a parking lot and storage area.

The Facility will provide HHW collection services to residents (Residential
Participants) and qualified small businesses (Business Participants) located in
Fresno County (Participants), The primary function of the Facility is to collect
and properly manage HHW. Residential HHW shall be collected from
Residential Participants at no charge. Conditionally Exempt Small Quantity
Generator (CESQG) Waste will be collected from eligible small businesses
(Business Participants). Business Participants shall be required to reimburse the
County for the cost of the service, including a small administrative charge for
overhead. Whenever possible, the Facility will distribute reusable HHW. No
product will be produced or sold.

Beside managing HHW and CESQG Waste, the Facility will operate a Door-To-
Door (DTD) collection program (to serve the homebound and the infirm), operate
a Reuse Center, accept and manage HHW collected through a Mobile HHW
and/or the Universal Waste (UW) drop-off program; and serve as a Certified Used
01l Collection.Center and Designated Sharps Collection Point. (It is possible that
changes in applicable regulations may require the Facility to add similar but
unique types of programs/waste streams that cannot be anticipated at this time.)
Items brought to the Facility which are suitable for reuse will be placed in an area
designated as the Reuse Center. Under the direct supervision of staff, Participants
will be allowed to select items from the Reuse Center when the Facility is open to
the public. The Facility will also accept abandoned HHW brought to the Facility
for management by health, fire and police personnel. The Facility will have the
option, but will not be limited to, bulking flammables, consolidating, filtering and
repackaging latex paint into suitable containers to be placed in the Reuse Center,
and to exercise any other option(s) available to a HHW facility under the most
current applicable regulations, Other than activities defined and permitted within
the applicable regulations as "incidental processing" (including but not limited to
wetting, changing a materials physical form and/or melting), no processing of
HHW will be undertaken on the Premises.

An HHW Rural Collection Network (Rural Network) will be implemented
sometime after the first year of operation to better serve residents of the smaller



cities and other areas outside of the Fresno-Clovis Metropolitan Area (FCMA).
The Rural Network will consist of a Mobile Program, a UW Drop-off Center
Program, and a series of Designated Sharps Collection Points. The Mobile
Program will utilize mobile collection units (appropriately sized, powered and
outfitted truck/trailer units) to conduct a series of mobile drop-off events in
locations outside of the FCMA. Initially, the Mobile Program will consist of one
mobile unit, and operate up to three service cycles per year with each cycle
serving approximately twenty locations over a period of 15 to 20 Saturdays. The
mobile collection unit and/or other Facility vehicles will also be responsible for
collecting the DTD Program waste and UW/Sharps deposited at the UW Drop-off
Centers and/or at Designated Sharps Collection Points. (It is anticipated that the
County will have approximately 20 UW Drop-off Centers/Sharps Collection
Points by the end of year three and have more than sixty such units by the tenth
year of operation.) The HHW collected by the mobile unit(s) and other Facility
vehicles will be brought to the Facility by Facility staff for consolidation and
management.

. What is the existing use of the property?

The property is currently utilized as a material recovery facility (MRE) and
Transfer Station. The site is developed with a 49,500 square foot MRF, 46,000
square foot transfer station, 2,000 square foot vehicle and equipment maintenance
building, 4,700 square foot office and visitor center and truck scales and
assoclated scale-houses.

. What products will be produced by the operation? Will they be produced
on-site or at some other location? Are these products to be sold on-site?
(Retail or Wholesale)?

There will be a limited amount of hazardous waste produced on-site as a result of
ongoing equipment maintenance and service. Such hazardous material includes
waste oil, used oil filters, oily rags, hydraulic fluids and batteries. All waste by-
products of equipment maintenance and servicing will be disposed via a certified
waste hauler and disposed of at an acceptable hazardous waste and recovery
facility.

As part of the HHW collection program the following materials will be located on
the site: small cylinders of compressed gases, such as those used for barbecues,
ammunition and fireworks, which will be turned over to law enforcement for
management as quickly as possible, small quantities of treated wood waste may
be accepted from Participants who abide by all current regulations applicable to
this waste stream, E-waste, such as television sets, computer monitors and most
small appliances, which will be removed from the Facility by Sunset personnel,
Sunset personnel will store the E-waste, and subsequently oversee its
management in the area(s) designated, and in the manner approved, by the Solid
Waste Facilities Permit. With few exceptions, all the hazardous waste at the



Facility will have been collected from the residences and small businesses, and/or
brought to the Facility for the express purpose of having it properly managed.
Beside soiled cleaning supplies such as rags, absorbent, empty containers and
protective gear, HHW generated on site is anticipated to primarily consist of very
small quantities of materials such as those associated with a small consolidation,
packing and shipping operation. All HHW collected, including that small amount
created at the Facility, will be handled as required by law as specified in the
approved Operations/Emergency Plan, and in a manner that meets all applicable
State regulations and standards.

All HHW collected will either be reused or shipped out to appropriate
management facilities on a regular basis by properly licensed haulers throughout
the life of this Facility. It is anticipated that there will only be equipment to be
removed from the Premises when the Facility eventually closes. The State-
required Closure Plan and Financial Assurance Plan will define all the steps, and
ensure that adequate funding is available to completely remove all HHW from the
Premises at closure. Other than normal wear and tear, and a few agreed-upon
permanent leasehold improvements, the Premises are anticipated to be left in
approximately their original condition.

. What are the proposed operational time limits?

The Facility's staff shall have access to the Premises from 6:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m.
(Normal Hours of Operation) six days per week, Monday through and including
Saturday (Operating Days). Initially, it is anticipated that the hours during which
staff will routinely/normally be scheduled to work at the Facility and/or operate
the Mobile/UW Drop-off program (Work Hours) shall be from 7:00 a.m. to 5:00
p.m. on Thursdays, Fridays and Saturdays. Additional days/hours will be added
as needed. On Monday, Friday and Saturday (Collection Days), within Normal
Hours of Operation, Participants will be granted assess to the Facility for the
purpose of delivering HHW for management and/or for accessing the Reuse
Center. Initially, it is anticipated that the hours during which Participants will
routinely/normally be scheduled to drop-off HHW at the Facility and/or to visit
the Reuse Center (Business Hours) shall be from 8:00 am. to 4:00 p.m. on
Fridays and Saturdays. Mondays will be added as a Collection Day as needed.

. Will there be any special activities, events or displays?

From time to time, usually when the Facility is not actively collecting HHW,
individuals and small groups of people (Visitors) may be granted access to
participate in a variety of outreach, educational and/or training programs,
including an occasional Facility tour. Personne] from fire, health and police
departments may occasionally access the site to dispose of HHW collected in the
line of duty. While supply vendors and service providers (including the HHW
hauler that removes the packed HHW from the Facility/Site) may occasionally
need to park outside of the Facility, it is anticipated that they will normally drive
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and park within the boundaries of the Premises when doing repairs, making
deliveries and/or removing items for management elsewhere.

How many employees will there be?

It is anticipated that approximately six people will be hired to staff the Facility
when it opens. Once the Mobile and UW programs are initiated (approximately
the second half of year two), staffing could increase to as many as ten. When a
second mobile unit is added, it is anticipated that the Facility may employ as
many as 14 employees. By year five, an additional clerical and maintenance
person could bring the employee count to approximately 16. It is anticipated that
at full build-out, the Facility could have as many as 20 employees, two or possibly
three truck/trailer units and two or more additional vehicles (probably vans and/or
pick-up trucks).

What equipment, materials, or supplies will be used and how will they be
stored? If appropriate, provide pictures or brochures.

It is anticipated that major pieces of equipment at the Facility shall include, but
not be limited to some type of forklift and/or pallet jack, a hydraulic can crusher,
an impact wrench-type device for opening paint cans, one or more fume
collection devices, a heavy duty paint mixer, shop vacuums, small pumps,
portable perimeter and work station lighting, some space heaters and a
commercial scale. There will be appropriate storage units provided for items such
as equipment, solid waste, UW, recyclables as well as for supplies, including but
not limited to personal protective gear, packaging materials, storage boxes/drums
and absorbent. Directional and informative signage will be provided as required
by law and as needed to ensure that everyone involved has a safe, pleasant and
productive experience. The placement of sign(s) identifying the Facility will be
negotiated with Sunset once the Facility design is completed. No monument sign
1s planned. Any signage proposed will be designed and placed in such a manner
as to comply with all applicable Site and City development standards. Sunset
shall designate adequate, suitable parking space for Facility employees, the
Mobile Collection truck/trailer unit(s), several additional Facility vehicles and the
public, outside of the Premises but within the Site.

Will there be any service and delivery vehicles?

Vendors, service providers and others with business at the Facility (Service
Providers) shall routinely be directed/scheduled to access the Premises when the
Facility is not open to the public. While Service Providers will be discouraged
from accessing the Facility on a Collection Day, they may get special
authorization from the staff to do so when necessary. Due to space and/or
regulatory limits on storage, UW will need to be removed from the Facility by a
variety of Service Providers fairly frequently. Excluding the HHW Hauler, it is
anticipated that Service Providers would generate approximately from one to five



vans/half-ton truck visits per week delivering and/or picking up material at the
Facility. It is anticipated that an HHW Hauler will be required to come to the
Facility in a large tractor-trailer truck an estimated two to four times a year during
the first three years the Facility is fully operational. (Staff must have the option to
request additional service from the HHW Hauler as needed.) It is unlikely but
possible that the number of visits required could increase to as many as twelve
times a year thereafter (e.g., one truck visit each month), in order to remove the
manifested material from the Premises as required by law.

- Will existing buildings be used or will new buildings be constructed?

Indicate which building(s) or portion(s) will be utilized and describe the type

No permanent structures/buildings are proposed for the Facility beyond an
extension of the utility lines, some containment berms and the possible addition of
a concrete pad. (If a concrete pad is added, it is anticipated to be no larger than
fifty feet by one hundred feet, suitable for the loading/unloading, sorting, testing
and consolidation of HHW. It is anticipated that utility lines will be extended
underground from Sunset's existing service outlets, providing water, telephone
and electric service to the Facility.) The core of the Facility shall consist of
several specialized prefabricated modular units (each between 20 and 50 feet
long) specifically designed for the storage and management of HHW. Initially, it
is anticipated that there will be approximately three to four of these units at the
Facility, At full build-out, it is anticipated that the number of modules may
include, but not be limited to, six or seven units of various sizes. Each unit will
come equipped with the containment capacity, explosion relief, fire suppression
capacity, ventilation options, lighting and similar features appropriate and specific
to that unit's intended use.

While most of the activity at the Facility (e.g., collection, sorting and packing)
will be out of doors, the Facility may chose to install a variety of appropriate
prefabricated storage units to house some activities; including, but not limited to,
the office, paint consolidation and lab testing. A portable restroom and an
emergency shower/wash station unit will be placed on the Premises. A variety of
large storage containers/tanks (including several above-ground tanks appropriate
for storing used oil and other auto fluids), roll-off bins, free standing sheds,
shelving units and cabinets will provide additional work/office space and storage
capacity. Initially, the Reuse Center will probably share the office's space, until
there is enough reuse material to warrant a separate storage unit. Areas/containers
will be designated for the collection of a variety of materials, including but not
limited to solid waste, universal waste and recyclables (e.g., cardboard boxes,
paper bags, empty plastic containers, consumer electronic devices). Intake,
screening, sorting, consolidating, packing and storage areas for the various types
of HHW will be designated and appropriately equipped.
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A series of portable awnings, supplemented by windbreaks and temporary barriers
will be strategically placed as needed to provide shade, protection from the
elements and to delineate the various work areas. While some of these items will
need to be appropriately anchored, it is anticipated everything (except the
concrete pad and the primary utility connection points) may be rearranged within
the confines of the Premises as the needs of the Facility evolve.

Will this operation or equipment used generate noise above existing parcels
in the area?

The property adjacent to the Facility is almost exclusively zoned for and occupied
by industrial buildings. The only residential units in the area are scheduled for
demolition, so it does not appear that there will be any noise-sensitive receptors in
close proximity to the Facility. The primary activities to take place at the Facility
(collection, consolidation and storage) are not inherently noisy. What noise that
does emanate from the Facility is anticipated to be significantly masked by the
noise generated by the large garbage trucks entering and leaving the Site. Some
of the noise associated with the use of hand tools (e.g., drills, hammers), forklift,
can opener and can crusher could require operator protective gear. However, this
noise is anticipated to be intermittent and of relatively short duration. Traffic
noise associated with the arrival and departure of approximately 120 vehicles per
day, three days a week should not be significant. (This assumes an average of one
Participant per vehicle.) Periodically, a small number of additional vehicles
(rarely more than 20 on any given day), driven not by participants, but by
vendors, service providers, regulatory agencies and/or visitors, may enter the
Facility. With few exceptions, these additional vehicles will be scheduled on days
when the Facility is not open to Participants.

This vehicle traffic can be accommodated within the existing facility permit
which allows a maximum of 470 vehicles per day. This is particularly true
because the great majority of HHW Center traffic will occur on Saturdays when
the rest of the MRF/transfer station sees very little activity.

Will hazardous materials or waste be produced as part of this project? If so,
how will they be shipped or disposed of?

With few exceptions, all the hazardous waste at the Facility will have been
collected from the residences and small businesses, and/or brought to the Facility
for the express purpose of having it properly managed. Beside soiled cleaning
supplies such as rags, absorbent, empty containers and protective gear, HHW
generated on site is anticipated to primarily consist of very small quantities of
materials such as those associated with a small consolidation, packing and
shipping operation. All HHW collected, including that small amount created at
the Facility, will be handled as required by law as specified in the approved
Operations/Emergency Plan, and in a manner that meets all applicable State
regulations and standards. As all HHW collected will either be reused or shipped
out to appropriate management facilities on a regular basis by properly licensed
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haulers throughout the life of this Facility, it is anticipated that there will only be
equipment to be removed from the Premises when the Facility eventually closes.
The State-required Closure Plan and Financial Assurance Plan will define all the
steps, and ensure that adequate funding is available to completely remove all
HHW from the Premises at closure. Other than normal wear and tear, and a few
agreed-upon permanent leasehold improvements, the Premises are anticipated to
be left in approximately their original condition.

The Facility will comply with applicable County of Fresno Environmental Health,
Hazardous Waste Generator and Hazardous Material Business Plan requirements.
It will be operated under applicable Department of Toxic Substances Control
regulations, Public Health and Safety Codes and Public Resources Codes that
recognize and attempt to address HHW which is defined as follows: "The small
quantities of a variety of materials that are the by-products of the operation and
maintenance of a place of residence and which exhibit one or more of the
following characteristics: toxicity, ignitability, reactivity and corrosivity." With
few exceptions, the majority of the HHW items accepted at the Facility can be
found in the average "home store". A list of some of the most common items
managed at HHW facilities is provided for illustrative purposes only. The
definitions, regulations and detection threshold standards pertaining to HHW are
constantly being revised by a variety of regulatory agencies. The Facility does
not intend to be limited to managing only those items on the list provided. Nor
does the Facility have any obligation to accept every item on the list. For
example, the Facility does not anticipate accepting radioactive or explosive
material, except for smokeffire detectors. Only small cylinders of compressed
gases, such as those used for barbecues and fire extinguishers, are anticipated to
be accepted. Items such as ammunition and fireworks are turned over as quickly
as possible to law enforcement for management. Small quantities of treated wood
waste (not on the list) may be accepted from Participants who abide by all current
regulations applicable to this waste stream. E-waste collected, such as television
sets, computer monitors and most small appliances, will be removed from the
Facility by Sunset personnel. Sunset personnel will then store the E-waste, and
subsequently oversee its management in the area(s) designated, and in the manner
approved, by the Solid Waste Facilities Permit. (The required
Operations/Emergency Plan will provide detailed information on how the Facility
will manage both acceptable and unacceptable waste streams, including but not
limited to procedures for initiating tracking of any items turned away.)

Traffic Plan -
Offsite Traffic Patterns
Trucks and other vehicles will access the facility off Highways 41 and 99, E.

Jensen Avenue, E. Vine Avenue, and S. Elm Avenue. The entrance for the HHW
Center users will be off E. Vine Avenue; and the exit onto S. Elm Avenue.



Onsite Traffic Pattern

HHW Center Traffic (Figure 1A) - The great majority of HHW traffic will be
on Saturday, although the facility could also stay open on Monday if the demand
turns out to be particularly heavy on Saturdays. Vehicles will turn off S. Elm
Avenue onto E. Vine Avenue and enter the facility throu gh the E. Vine Avenue
gate. They will then pull into the designated queue/unloading area where crews
will off load their HHW. (Participants must remain in their vehicles when
dropping off HHW.) Vehicles will then exit the Facility and drive around to the
S. Elm Avenue gate to exit the Site.

Except for the initial opening period, it is anticipated that the Facility will serve
an average of 50 vehicles a day, with an anticipated maximum of 120 vehicles per
day. Under no circumstances will Participants be allowed to access the Facility
once the permitted vehicle limit per day (470) has been reached,

With few exceptions, service providers, vendors and visitors will be scheduled to
access the Facility at times when Participants are not present. Participants
wishing to visit the Reuse Center will be required to park in the area designated
for the Reuse Center and out of the path of the vehicular traffic.
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
