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CONCLUSION I RECOMMENDATION 

The proposed Air Quality Section amendments to the 2025 Fresno General Plan Resource 
Conservation Element have been examined with respect to their consistency with overarching goals of 
the 2025 Fresno General Plan; their consistency with air quality improvement plans and maintenance 
plans and global climate change prevention plans adopted by regional, state, and federal agencies; 
their compatibility with objectives and policies of other General Plan elements; and their avoidance and 
mitigation of potentially significant adverse environmental impacts as described and evaluated by the 
accompanying environmental assessment. 

Upon consideration of these evaluations, it can be concluded that the air quality and global climate
 
change information and direction encompassed by Plan Amendment Application No. A-09-02 is a
 
necessary and appropriate augmentation for the City's planning policies.
 
Therefore, staff recommends that the Planning Commission:
 

1.	 RECOMMEND APPROVAL to the City Council of the environmental finding of a Mitigated Negative 
Declaration for Environmental Assessment No. A-09-02, posted with the Fresno County Clerk on 
May 1, 2009 and circulated by the State Clearinghouse on May 4, 2009 and adoption of the 
proposed mitigation measures into the MEIR Mitigation and Monitoring Checklist; and 

2.	 RECOMMEND APPROVAL to the City Council of Plan Amendment Application No. A-09-02 
proposing to replace the Air Quality Section of the Resource Conservation Element of the 
2025 Fresno General Plan, and to add Appendices I and J to the 2025 Fresno General Plan.
