1. Call to Order

Chair Nicholas Paladino called the meeting to order at 5:30 p.m.

2. Approval of Minutes: May 28 2009 BPAC Meeting

The minutes were approved as posted to the BMP website with a few minor revisions.

3. Bicycle Lane and Trail Projects in the FY09/10 City Budget
Bryan Jones provided a flier prepared by Martin Wendels on the Public Works Bicycle and Trail Capital Projects. Should members have any questions please contact Bryan so that staff can provide further detail and input. This is the first time such a comprehensive list of capital projects has been assembled.

BPAC asked if the projects could be interactive on the city webpage.

Bryan requested BPAC consider how they want to utilize Public Safety Announcement money for next year. 

Catherine objects to the Herndon Trail on the south side of Herndon for 3 reasons; duplication of services that could be provided by Fremont Avenue, encourages pedestrians and cyclists to cross Herndon Avenue, and City has no identified funds to maintain the trail. She would like to know the funding sources for this project. City staff will provide email to all BPAC members with the information she requested.

Steve Lewis wanted to thank City staff for the bike symbol on Cedar/Barstow that was installed on the bicycle loop detection. City staff also stated that they are now on Peach/Butler and Herndon/Palm and that with the new Caltrans design that City staff will be making this part of our standard as well.

4. Presentation on draft suitability/priority methodology for selecting and prioritizing bicycle lane and trail projects.
Jeff Clark emailed earlier in the week and had additional handouts. He also discussed the latent demand process that will occur after this prioritization process. BPAC suggested larger shopping centers be included as a priority. 
5. Processing of Development Requests
Bryan Jones explained how the City processes and approves development projects. He also shared the new PIPES concepts for streamlining the process. Bryan is now making Bike Rack location a requirement on site plan submittals and the BMP will help set the details of types of bike racks and installation. Lori requested that employee parking also be considered.
6. Funding Opportunity
Nick Paladino wanted to share with the BPAC that at COG last Monday that a discussion on CMAQ lifeline (approximately $5million for the City down from $5.8 million last year) and COG Regional Bid Pot for Ped/Bike ($805,000) was available. The deadline for submittal is Oct 23, 2009. He encouraged City staff to allocate the same amount of lifeline dollars to bike/trail projects as were allocated the previous fiscal year (approximately $300,000 bike lanes and $550,000 trails). He also encouraged staff to submit a project for the Regional Bid Pot for Ped/Bike from the list of projects on the current BTP.

7. End of the Year Meeting schedule
Since the 4th Thursday in November is Thanksgiving and the 4th Thursday in December is Christmas Eve, Nick suggested that we combine the two meetings into one during the first or second week in December. The group concurred and Nick will send out an email to see if December 3rd or 10th  2009 will work.

8. Step out Walk against Diabetes
Martin Wendels spoke about the walk Sept 19th Registration starts at 9am and walk begins at 10am. Walk will be immediately followed by a health and wellness fair at the Baseball stadium. There is also a fun ride that is occurring the same morning fir Bike for Hope that will have activities on the Fulton Mall that many of the BPAC members will also be attending.

If the Step Out Walk is successful there is a potential to get the Tour for Cure Bike Ride in Fresno next year so if you know of anyone that would like to sponsor or contribute please have them contact Martin.
