July 22, 2010 Meeting Minutes

1.  Call to Order

As there were only three members present, we lacked a quorum to take any formal decisions.

2.  Approval of Minutes


The minutes of the June 24, 2010, meeting could not be approved due to the lack of a quorum.

3.  2010 Bicycle, Pedestrian, and Trails Master Plan Draft


The 30 day public review and comment period on the draft 2010 Bicycle, Pedestrian, and Trails Master Plan opened on July 20 and will conclude on August 20, 2010.  At this time there is no schedule for presentation to the Planning Commission and City Council.  The BPAC members present provided the comments they had thus far.

4.  Caltrans Interchanges


Bryan Jones showed before and after pictures of the interchanges at SR 180 and Peach Avenue and at SR 180 and Cedar Avenue.  The bicycle lanes through these interchanges had been improperly striped.  Bryan Jones coordinated with Caltrans to correct the deficiencies.

5.  Update on Current Bicycle Lane Projects


Bryan Jones described the work to be done on Ventura Avenue between SR 99 and SR 41 to enable the installation of bicycle lanes in this area.  The project will use Measure C funding and be accomplished in August, 2010.


Bryan Jones listed several streets that will have bicycle lanes installed in conjunction with slurry seal projects:



- Fulton Street, Dennett to Divisadero



- Stanislaus Street, E Street to the overpass



- Tuolumne Street, E Street to the overpass



- Van Ness Avenue, SR 180 to Belmont



- M Street, Ventura to south of SR 41



- R Street, Tulare to Ventura



- P Street, Divisadero to Fresno



- McKinley Avenue, West to Palm

6.  Future Activities of the BPAC


The discussion on what the BPAC should strive to accomplish after the adoption of the Master Plan was deferred to a later meeting.

7.  Comments/Reports from Members and Staff


Nick Paladino provided an update on the progress by the city of Clovis in updating its Bicycle Transportation Master Plan and by Fresno County in writing its Bicycle Transportation Plan.

Tom Krazan asked the committee to consider how to encourage greater public transit and non-motorized connections between the rural communities and the city.  He also spoke in favor of Neighborhood Electric Vehicles.
