	PROJECT DESCRIPTION:	Conditional Use Permit Application No. C-15-014 pertains to 1.67 acres of property and proposes the construction of a 7,379 square-foot AutoZone building and a 4,550 square-foot retail building.  The proposed development is located adjacent to Walgreens and will operate as a cohesive shopping center.  Parcel Map Application No. 2015-01 has been filed concurrently and proposes a 2-lot commercial subdivision of the subject property.  

[bookmark: _GoBack]This project is exempt under Section 15332/Class 32 of the State of California CEQA Guidelines.

EXPLANATION:  Section 15332/Class 32 consists of projects characterized as in-fill development meeting the conditions described in this Section: (a) The project is consistent with the applicable general plan designation and all applicable general plan policies as well as with applicable zoning designation and regulations; (b) The proposed development occurs within city limits on a project site of no more than five acres substantially surrounded by urban uses; (c) The project site has no value, as habitat for endangered, rare or threatened species; (d) Approval of the project would not result in any significant effects relating to traffic, noise, air quality, or water quality; and, (e) The site can be adequately served by all required utilities and public services.

The proposed project complies with all conditions in the Class 32 exemption.  The proposed use is allowed in the C-1 zone district, is within the City limits, and is consistent with the Fresno General Plan and West Area Community Plan planned land use of Community Commercial.  The site has no value as habitat for endangered, rare or threatened species and will be served by all required utilities and public services.  The project was routed to agencies for comment on traffic, air quality and water quality.  The project will maintain an acceptable level of service.  Based on this input and staff analysis, it was determined that the proposed project would not result in any significant effects relating to traffic, noise, air quality, or water quality.   No adverse environmental impacts would occur as a result of the proposed project.

None of the exceptions to Categorical Exemptions set forth in the CEQA Guidelines, section 15300.2 apply to this project.
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
