Conditional Use Permit Application No. C-16-006 was filed by Richard Fairbank for Park Crossing Shopping Center and Douglas Yokomizo of the Trader Joe’s Co.  The applicants request authorization to establish a Type 21 alcohol license (Package Store – sale of beer, wine and distilled spirits for consumption off the premises where sold) for the Trader Joe’s Specialty Food Store previously approved for the Park Crossing Shopping Center.  The property is zoned CC/UGM/cz (Commercial-Community/Urban Growth Management/conditions of zoning) zone district.  The property is owned by DeWayne Zinkin Family Partnership LP.

Failure to object to the approval and state said reasons prior to the decision shall potentially bar any later court challenge to the project approval.

ANY WRITTEN appeal of the potential approval must be submitted to this office prior to close of business on:

April 4, 2016

In addition, unless otherwise specified in governing State or federal law, all appeals shall be filed with the Director in writing within 15 days of the date of the action, decision, CEQA determination, motion, or resolution from which the action is taken.  In other words, the project can be appealed up until close of business on the 15th day after approval.
