IV. COMMITTEE RECOMMENDATIONS FOR CHANGES OR ADDITIONS TO DRAFT SPECIFIC 

PLAN AND DRAFT DEVELOPMENT CODE 
The Committee shall invite and consider public comment before voting on any measure that 
receives a motion and second.  Public comments shall be limited to three minutes per person. 

 

A. Eaton Plaza 
Staff recommendation: That the Committee recommend to the City that the Fulton Corridor 
Specific Plan call for carrying out the Eaton Plaza Master Plan, with the exceptions that (a) 
Mariposa Street be retained as a vehicle and pedestrian thoroughfare that is envisioned to 
be converted to two-way traffic as currently called for in the draft Specific Plan, and (b) that 
the Specific Plan call for sufficient parking at the site for surrounding uses. (See diagram. 
The Master Plan, minus the street portion, was submitted to the State earlier this year for 
construction funding. Staff also intends to incorporate the vision for Eaton Plaza into both 
the Specific Plan and Downtown Neighborhoods Community Plan in future drafts.) 

B. Public art 
Staff recommendation: That the Committee recommend to the City that the Fulton Corridor 
Specific Plan and/or Downtown Development Code incorporate policy measures or specific 
development incentives to encourage the incorporation of artwork into development 
projects. Ideas could include, but are not limited to, a “percent for art” density allowance, a 
requirement for integrating artwork into the design of public buildings, allowing minor 
deviations from the Code when public art is installed, and policies favoring the installation 
of public art in private and public development projects. (Committee members may also 
wish to refer to Section 10.3G, “Requirements for Public Art,” on p. 10-4 of the draft Code.) 

C. Parking management area 
Staff recommendation: That the Committee recommend to the City that Figure 9.4B on 
page 9:13 of the draft Specific Plan identify other potential park-once districts, such as the 
Cultural Arts District and South Stadium Area, with the goal of enabling shared parking as 
development in these areas becomes denser over time. (Staff also intends to fix the related 
diagram reference in Project T-P.12 on page 11:26, which currently reads “Figure 8.5A” but 
should read “Figure 9.4B.”) 

D. Fee reduction area 
Staff recommendation: That the Committee take no action regarding the language of Policy 
9-3-4 on page 9:8 of the draft Specific Plan. Separate from this planning process, the City 
is currently preparing a proposal for City Council consideration to waive these fees for a 
significantly larger area of downtown. Were this proposal unsuccessful, or the measure 
repealed in the future, staff would want to make it clear that development must, at a 
minimum, be encouraged through fee waivers on and around the Fulton Mall.
